Everton Parish Council Plan – Period: 1 May 2026 to 30 April 2027
1. Introduction
This Plan sets out Everton Parish Council’s work vision for the village for the period 1 May 2026 to 30 April 2027, together with the priorities, actions and partnerships that will deliver that vision. The Plan reflects community feedback, existing adopted and emerging policy, and lessons identified from recent initiatives.
The Plan is intended to be a practical working document. It provides clarity on what the Parish Council will focus on during the year, how progress will be measured, who is the Parish Council lead and how residents and partners can be involved. Whilst this plan sets out the EPC’s goals for the year ahead, it is noted that some of our aspirations will be limited by external support provision and, potentially, budgets; therefore, projects will be monitored and expectations managed accordingly thoughout the plan period.
2. Our Vision for Everton
Everton will be a safe, proud and thriving rural village that respects its heritage, protects its countryside, and supports a strong and caring community. The Parish will continue to evolve in a way that meets local needs, improves quality of life, and strengthens community spirit, while retaining the distinctive character that makes Everton special.
This vision is underpinned by four principles:
· Respect for our village, environment and heritage
· Safety for residents, visitors and road users
· Community pride, involvement and responsibility
· Proportionate and sustainable change
3. Our Role as a Parish Council
Everton Parish Council will:
· Represent the interests of residents and act as a voice for the community
· Work openly and transparently for the community
· Deliver and support local initiatives that improve everyday life
· Influence decisions made by principal authorities and partners
· Act as a convenor, bringing together residents, volunteers, organisations and agencies
4. Key Activities
During 2026/27 the Parish Council will focus on four key activity areas. These activities reflect community concerns, ongoing projects, and opportunities to deliver tangible improvements.
Activity 1: Environment, Heritage and Place
Aim: To protect and enhance Everton’s rural environment, heritage and public spaces.
What we will do:
· Deliver the revised Everton Neighbourhood Development Plan
· Protect green spaces, village character and heritage assets through planning responses
· Promote biodiversity, wildlife protection and care for farmland and countryside
· Encourage small‑scale environmental improvements and adopt‑a‑spot initiatives
· Continue to investigate the option to purchase additional land to safeguard the future ability of the Everton and Scaftworth Joint Burial Authority to sustain its burial authority status. 
Outcomes sought:
· Well‑maintained green spaces and public areas
· Protection of the village’s historic and rural character
· Increased awareness of environmental responsibility
Activity 2: Community Respect and Pride – Everton: Respect
Aim: To foster pride, responsibility and positive behaviour across the village through a year‑long, community‑led initiative.
What we will do:
· Deliver the full 12‑month Everton: Respect programme, with monthly themes covering issues such as litter, dog responsibility, parking, heritage, wildlife and neighbourliness
· Coordinate communication through noticeboards, newsletters, social media and village events
· Encourage volunteering, community clean‑ups and small improvement projects
· Work with the school, church, local groups and businesses to widen participation
Outcomes sought:
· A cleaner, tidier and more attractive village
· Improved behaviour around parking, dog waste and public spaces
· Stronger community pride and ownership
Activity 3: Road Safety and Traffic Management
Aim: To improve road safety and create calmer, safer streets for all users.
What we will do:
· Progress the proposal to reduce the village speed limit from 30 mph to 20 mph, working with Nottinghamshire County Council and other stakeholders
· Support awareness campaigns linked to parking, visibility at junctions, and consideration for pedestrians, cyclists and horse riders
· Gather evidence and resident feedback to support Traffic Regulation Order processes
Outcomes sought:
· Reduced risk and severity of accidents
· Safer conditions near the school, village hall, church and play areas
· Improved quality of life through quieter, calmer streets
Activity 4: Community Safety and Rural Watch
Aim: To strengthen community safety by working in partnership with residents and the police.
What we will do:
· Support and promote the Everton Rural Watch scheme
· Encourage residents to report suspicious activity and anti‑social behaviour
· Improve communication between residents, Parish Council and Nottinghamshire Police
· Use targeted awareness campaigns around seasonal risks and community safety
Outcomes sought:
· Increased vigilance and reporting
· Reduced fear of crime
· Stronger partnership working with the police

· Begin road safety awareness activities and apply to NCC to reduce speed in the village (Twenty is Plenty)
· Promote Rural Watch and community reporting

· Wildlife, heritage and environment
· Community engagement and community spirit
· Rural watch and anti-social behaviour
Quarter 3: November 2026 – January 2027
· Respect Service and Festive Season themes
· Refresh communications and engagement
· Mid‑year review of priorities and budget
Quarter 4: February – April 2027
· Road safety and environment focus
· Honouring our heritage
· Spring environment activities (Keep Britain Tidy & SSSI)
· Review delivery of Parish Council Plan
· Prepare priorities for 2027/28
· Publish annual summary and achievements
6. Working in Partnership
The Parish Council will work closely with:
· Each other to deliver the plan
· Residents and volunteers
· Nottinghamshire County Council (focus on highways issues)
· Bassetlaw District Council (focus on plannoing and enforcement)
· Nottinghamshire Police (focus on rural crime and anti-social behaviour)
· Local groups, landowners and businesses
Partnership working is essential to delivering change that is proportionate, effective and supported by the community.
7. Parish Budget
The Parish Council’s budget for 2026/27 will be set to directly support the activities, priorities and actions outlined in this Plan. Expenditure will be aligned to delivering the four key activity areas, with clear links between budget headings and planned outcomes. Where possible, the Council will seek best value, external funding, grants and partnership contributions to maximise the impact of the precept while remaining mindful of affordability for residents. Financial performance will be monitored throughout the year to ensure spending remains proportionate, transparent and focused on delivering tangible community benefit.
8. Monitoring and Review
Progress against this Plan will be reviewed regularly at Parish Council meetings and quarterly. Key actions, risks and achievements will be recorded, and updates shared with residents. The Plan will inform the Council’s work programme and budget decisions throughout the year.
9. Conclusion
This Plan sets a clear, achievable direction for Everton Parish Council during 2026/27. By focusing on respect, safety, community involvement and care for our environment, the Parish Council aims to deliver meaningful improvements that reflect what residents value most about Everton. By the end of the reporting period; a new Everton Neighbourhood Plan will have been delivered; a decision on speed reduction will have been made; a sustainable Rural Watch Scheme will be fully operational; and the village will be in a far better place visually and as a community. 
Together, we will continue to make Everton a village that we are proud to live in.
